MONDO Fest XXI: April 16, 17|, 18, 2010

Information & Registration to Attend with JUGHEADS on Saturday, April 17, 2010

WHAT: Founded in 1990 by the U of M Juggling Club, MONDO is an annual event for Midwesterners serious about the athletic,
artistic, and social aspects of juggling and world-class unicycling (check out http://www.mondofest.org). Friday through Sunday
features open juggling, and Saturday is filled with workshops, contests and games. As a JUGHEADS group, we'll juggle all
day Saturday, eat Green Mill pizza for dinner, and walk to Central High School for the MONDO Spectacular Show.

WHO: Up to 50 Jugheads + 500 jugglers & unicyclers from the Midwest Region! While all levels of juggling ability are welcome
at the general festival, Paul recommends that Jugheads have at least the current Monday Rec. standards to attend with our
group. Our group will be led by Paul & Wendy Arneberg, Coach Billy Watson and 2-4 additional adult chaperones.

WHEN: Saturday, April 17, 2010 (Passes cover the entire weekend; you may attend April 16 and/or April 18 on your own.)
WHERE: Concordia University in St. Paul (Gangelhoff Center, on the corner of Hamline & Marshall)

COST: $55 for the entire day (8:30 a.m.-11:00 p.m., incl. tuition, gym pass, show, and dinner); $50 if registered by 3/12.

WHY: To experience one of the BEST regional juggling festivals in America, and to experience deeper friendships & fun times
with your fellow Jugheads! Parents: If you can give up part of Saturday to help carpool, chaperone, or even just peek in at the
festival, you'll be amazed by the workshops, contests, demonstrations, and talent displayed there. This is a relatively “risk free”
opportunity to spend a day with a few dozen Jugheads and several committed, experienced parents who help or simply hang out
with us each year.

ATTENDING MONDO FEST ON APRIL 17 WITH JUGHEADS
The JH MONDO Package: Meet in SOUTH HALL Wooddale Church Edina (enter normal side door to our snack area) at 8:30
a.m. on Saturday, April 17 and carpool to Concordia for eight (8) hours of juggling (bring a bag lunch). As the gym closes at 5,
we'll have Green Mill pizza and dessert brought in (your Jughead should have $2 to purchase a vending machine drink) and then
walk four blocks to Central High School for the 7:00 show. The show lasts about 2.5 hours; we'll return for some late evening
juggling; and we'll leave the festival around 11 p.m. Carpoolers will drop off kids directly at home between 11:30 p.m.-12:30
a.m. (If your child is not able to give directions to his or her house, please provide written instructions for the driver.)

Extras: In addition to the JH MONDO Package, you may also order a MONDO T-Shirt or Hoodie (not incl. in the JH MONDO
Package) and extra show tickets for family members. NOTE: Tees and Hoodies are only available with our 3/12 early deadline.

BONUS: Ultimate Club Jugheads who sign up with our group may also attend with us on Friday, 4/16. Meet at 5:45 pm @ in the
JH gym on 4/16; we'll return to the Wooddale-Edina parking lot by 10:30 pm. Friday night may be cancelled if lack of interest.

Q  Registrations will still be accepted 3/13-4/15 ($5 more expensive), but no Tees/Hoodies may be ordered past March 12.

Q Only Jugheads registering as a group will be entitled to use JH equipment; any Jugheads attending separately must arrange
transportation, tickets, dinner, and use their own juggling equipment.
