FINAL MEMO on details for Juggle Jam 8 (May 12 & 13 at Richfield H.S., 7001 Harriet Avenue)

Juggle Jam 8 is just three weeks away! Our final days of club rehearsals will focus on polishing our club routines (in costume; see below) and rehearsing “Rock This Town” and “Reach.”  Also, we have two all-important dress rehearsals on the evenings of May 3 at 4 AT RICHFIELD H.S.  Post this memo in a prominent place and be responsible for its contents!  
CHECKLIST for EVERY JUGHEAD for BOTH DRESS REHEARSALS (May 3-4) + BOTH SHOWS (May 12-13)

___Character costumes (e.g., for “Thriller” dance) ___Come having eaten a good dinner (no food or drink is allowed in the auditorium)

Directions to Richfield HS (7001 Harriet Avenue):  MN-62 to Lyndale Avenue. Go South. Turn Left on 71st Street to Harriet Avenue. 

REHEARSALS & PERFORMANCES (May 3 & 4 and 12 & 13 at RICHFIELD HIGH SCHOOL)

· WEDNESDAY, May 3, 6:15–9:00 p.m.—FIRST DRESS REHEARSAL at RICHFIELD HS AUDITORIUM: Jugheads should gather in the audience of the auditorium in their designated Club section for our important all-cast meeting. We’ll then put together “Rock This Town” and “Reach” with all performers on our new stage and run through each club routine. Ultimate Club: We’ll run “Summon the Heroes” 3-4 times starting at 8:55 p.m.; please plan on staying ‘til 9:30. JJ8 T-Shirts will be handed out as your Club is dismissed. Clubs will be dismissed after they have run through their routine, starting with Monday Rec. at approximately 8:15 pm with the rest following in 10-15 minute intervals: Thursday Rec., Girls’ Elite, Wed. Rec., Boys’ Elite. Reminder: There is no Wed. Rec. May 3.
· 6:00 p.m.—Before the rehearsal, a tour of the facilities will be conducted for all officers, assistants and parent supervisors only. Meet promptly at 6:00 p.m. and Wendy will take you on a brief walkthrough of the cafeteria, dressing rooms, balcony and auditorium. 
· THURSDAY, May 4, 6:15 p.m. –9:00 p.m.  FINAL DRESS REHEARSAL & PHOTO OP! Wear your JJ8 T-Shirt and khaki shorts. We’ll assemble on stage at 6:15 at Richfield H.S. for our only large group photo, going down in history as “The 2006 Jugheads.” Don’t be late! The photo will be followed by a brief meeting and a complete run-through of our show, in order, with costumes.  (We’ll begin and end with “Reach.”) We’ll end by 9:00 p.m. (except Ultimate Club: 9:30 p.m.). Reminder: There is no Thurs. Rec. on May 4.
· Friday-Thursday, May 5–11—After School Clubs: Final rehearsals.  We’ll run our routines in costume in our home gym; please attend your club and stay ‘til 5:45 p.m. if possible (9pm for Ultimate on 5/11).  Reminder: There is no Girls’ Elite Club on May 12.
· FRIDAY, MAY 12, 5:45–9:30 p.m. OPENING NIGHT!  Check-in to the Cafeteria and drop off your juggling props/costumes in your designated area. Be ready and on stage by 6 p.m. to warm-up for with “Rock This Town”. Jugheads should come having eaten a good dinner. The show ends around 9:15; you’re free to leave after you’ve put away your stuff and helped clean up. 
· SATURDAY, MAY 13—5:45-9:30 p.m. CLOSING NIGHT! Same as Friday; take own stuff home. Parents who are able are encouraged to help bring things to the vans, take down JH letters and help clean up.

COSTUMES & PROPS
· EVERYONE:  Khaki shorts, any style, preferably with pockets (esp. for Thursday and both Elite Clubs). Juggle Jam 8 T-shirts:  To be distributed on May 3 (if not before).  WEAR YOUR NEW JJ8 T-SHIRT (and khaki shorts) TO THE FINAL DRESS REHEARSAL.  Ultimate Club: Wear your lime tees for the all-cast photo; we’ll take our Ulti-Club photo in formal costumes @ 9 p.m.

· ULTIMATE: Girls: skirts and black 3/4 tops; boys: black shirts/shoes/socks/belt/pants (not cargo) + lime green ties.
· MONDAY REC.: Costumes & props representing summer camp kids.  At the least, simply wear your khaki shorts & MR tees.
· BOYS’ ELITE: Costumes & props representing the Winter Olympics (curlers, hockey, ice fishermen, figure skaters, bobsledders).

· WEDNESDAY REC.: Halloween: Thriller, Phantom, Nightmare, Jackson, Black Club, Soldiers, Peanuts, Athletes, Scooby gang.

· THURSDAY REC.: Costumes & props representing the 1990’s.

· GIRLS’ ELITE:  Raincoats for “It’s Raining Men”; denim skirts (and option high-top sneakers) for “We Got the Beat.” 

· SPECIALTY ACTS:  Costumes in which you auditioned.  Ringmasters: change to lime green tees after “Rock This Town.”
JUGHEADS ETIQUETTE (“acceptable behavior”) FOR JUGGLE JAM 8

GENERAL: No roaming hallways (you may be pulled from the show for this offense). Stay with your parent supervisors. During intermission, Jugheads may get something from the concession stand, but after intermission, you must go promptly back to your seat in the balcony. No food, drink (including water) are allowed in the auditorium. After the show, meet your parents in the cafeteria, help clean up, and bring your things home.

PARENT VOLUNTEERS: Respect them as you do Paul.  No talking back, no grumbling.  If they say “Quiet,” “Walk,” “Move,” etc., do it.  Their job is crowd control for the sake of the performers and the audience, and you must obey.  Every club (except Ultimate) will have parent supervisors to tell you where you should be, and when; you’ll move as a group.
BACKSTAGE: Whether in a club rehearsal, dress rehearsal, or show, don’t make noise backstage or otherwise distract the performers and the audience.  Also, keep out of sight of the audience.

ONSTAGE: Chances are you WILL drop. ( Practice poised recoveries. Don’t break character. Don’t change choreography or tricks on show night, as this will likely mess up both you and your teammates.

IN THE AUDIENCE: Again, whether in a club rehearsal, dress rehearsal or the show itself, don’t cross in front of the stage at any time (unless choreographed).  Don’t make excessive noise, especially during the Slide Show (I’ll ask the audience to hold applause until the end).  After you are finished performing your group routine, your chaperone will lead you to the cafeteria to drop off your things and then to the balcony to watch the rest of the show (unless you have another Club routine or specialty act performance). NEVER ENTER THE AUDITORIUM DURING THE MIDDLE OF A ROUTINE. You may not sit with your parents or other friends in the audience.

LINING UP: The next act up will wait in the wings of the stage (stage left or right accordingly). The 2nd act up will wait in the “garage” (area behind the stage). Your chaperone will inform your group when it is time to line up behind the stage, so be attentive to him or her.

THE PROPS: You must put away your props after each routine, whether in our bins/bags or in your personal storage basket/bag/box. Use your own props for “Rock This Town” and “Reach,” as there may not be enough JH props to go around. (If we run out, and you’re prop-less, you may have to skip our Grand Opener or Grand Finale.)  Regardless of whose or what props you use, you MUST put them away after performing, or we’ll have complete prop chaos. Don’t take any one else’s props!

COSTUMES & DRESSING ROOMS: Ultimate Club, Girls’ Elite, and Boys’ Elite are permitted to use the basement dressing rooms. However, because space is limited, do not linger there—once you are finished, return to the cafeteria. All others should use the partitioned areas in the cafeteria or nearest bathroom. All clubs must store their things in the designated area in the cafeteria, except Ultimate Club who may store their things in the Garage (room behind the stage). As a rule, get in costume as soon as possible.  As a guideline, get changed about 4 acts (or 20 minutes) before your club routine takes the stage.  (E.g.: Thursday Rec., change after “Rock This Town.”)

ASKING QUESTIONS: If you have a show-time question, first ask:  1) A club officer or assistant, then: 2) A Parent Volunteer, then: 3) Mrs. Darcy Wiklund, Stagehand. Paul will be focused on the show (directing, voiceovers, emceeing), so he will be unavailable for questions.

TICKET MONEY: Ticket money is due by 5/11 to claim prizes.  Turn in unsold tickets so that we can sell them at the door.
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
